Fiber Arts
Fiber art refers to fine art whose material consists of natural or synthetic fiber and other components, such as fabric or yarn. It focuses on the materials and on the manual labor on the part of the artist as part of the works' significance, and prioritizes aesthetic value over utility.  

Course Description:
Fiber Arts is a course that encompasses many mediums, but focuses on the maker and the process.  We will be working with wire, plaster, yarns, wool, cotton, paints and dyes. 

Goals:  Understanding construction and installation basics.

Grading: 
Assignments are listed on a separate sheet within this packet.
There are no tests, however we do look at other artists for inspiration, and there are presentations.  Class participation and assigned readings are taken into consideration.

Have work ready and installed for critiques.  This will be expected for all critiques.  
Before a show, you will be responsible for a small piece of paper containing:

Your name
Title of Work
Medium/Technique
Thought process behind your piece.

This will prepare you for future shows, and helps you be more professional.

Policies:
Notification of due dates and critiques will be given well in advance.  Late work will earn half credit.

Please be punctual for class.  Chronic lateness will result in 5 points taken off your overall grade.  (5 or more unexcused lates)

No food in the classroom.  Drinks in closed containers are permitted to lessen the opportunity for spills on work.  The room will be kept clean, and we will all be happy.

Clothing will be appropriate.  No very low cut shirts, no very short skirt or shorts.  This is to make sure you are covered when moving about the room – bending, lifting, sitting on the floor, moving materials.

BUNDLES
What’s a bundle?  How do you interpret what it is?  What can you bundle, and how can you accomplish this?

Create 8 bundles – can be any size, but you must be able to carry them to class and take it them the same day.


Project #2
KNOTTING in response to plaster form
 2-3 pieces using the knotting technique.  Examples will be given in class and online. Can be 2-D or 3-D work

Project #3
KNOTLESS NETTING
2-D or 3-D work using this technique.  At least 3 pieces.  These can also be wearable.

Project #4
COILING
1 large piece using this technique, incorporating embellishments

Project #5
NEEDLE FELTING and DYE TECHNIQUES
Create a family of pieces that look as if they grew organically.  Cotton yardage and dye techniques will be incorporated into this project.
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
